From now on all non-members will  
  be required to pay their JCSA park $7 day use fee’s at the JCSA Range Front Desk  
  when they sign in on entrance to the park.   This was a board decision, relating to 
  a  “club policy.”   No vote of the General Membership is required according to  
  the bi-laws.   
    1.  $45 – 10 visit passes are also available from JCSA 
    2.  Non-RVSC-member shooting fee will remain $35/100 round 



    3.  Member shooting fee will remain $24/100 round 
    3.  All non-members are required to sign in at the front office 
          Pay their use fee.  They are required to purchase a non-   
               member shooting ticket at the counter.  Place their payment in 
          a club   envelope with their name, email address and phone  
          number.  The range managers will then deposit the envelope  
          in the Sporting Box and give the non-member his shoot ticket. 
          Non-members are required to carry the ticket with them on  
          the course 
          
6th  Order of Business:  Re-visit bulk ticket purchase at discount price. 
  Back by popular demand – the board has been asked to bring and    
  revisit the issue of bulk ticket sale at the discounted rate.  The previous   
  GM meeting in September we voted to allow bulk ticket sale at $20/100 bird  
  round with a minimum purchase of $500. 
  This issue was extensively discussed by the GM.

8th  Order of Business:  Range managers report – Dave Campbell 
  1.  Range needs new shooting station booths.  Dave recommends making the  
       new one out of PVC plastic tube instead of the Black ABS plastic tube 
  2.  We need to gravel in new shooting positions so that there are multiple  
       positions at each station.  This would elevate the need to reset the trap  
      machines as often. 
  3.  Dave plans to have more gun racks made as well as benches 
  4.  Only certain members are allowed to reposition the trap machines 



        “if your name does not start with jim, then you are not allowed to touch  
   the  machines” 
  5.  Dave said he will “try” to have a range plan and budge for the July GM   
       meeting. 
  6.  Ricardo has offer to buy a couple of golf carts for the club.   Stipulation that all 
        of the rent money will go to Ricardo when the carts are rented.
